Major Duties:
· Oversees all department operations and activities.
· Manages the operation of a wastewater treatment plant; maintains compliance with relevant federal and state law.
· Monitors the performance of machinery and equipment used to control the treatment process; checks return sludge flow and supervises sludge press operation and bio-solids disposal.
· Collects wastewater samples and performs standard tests such as biochemical oxygen demand, dissolved oxygen, suspended solids, and p.H. analysis.
· Maintains daily logs and records of samples and test results; fills out and submits monthly reports as required, including the DMR, monthly EPD report, and the annual sludge report.
· Operates a laboratory; analyzes wastewater samples taken at different stages of the treatment process by performing standard chemical, bacteriological, and physical examinations.
· Maintains records of test results and prepares sample analysis reports; calibrates and maintains laboratory equipment.
· Schedules all special testing required by the state, including wet, priority scan, and standard 503 tests.
· Monitors the treatment process and adjusts as indicated by current conditions.
· Inspects and monitors pumping station operations.
· Supervises preventive and corrective maintenance on equipment and the lubricating of equipment; replaces or repairs pumps and cleans tanks and filters.
· Supervises routine cleaning of equipment and work areas, including the plant building and surrounding grounds.
· Performs other related duties as assigned.

· Minimum of 1-3 years of experience in a wastewater plant.
· Must have Class II or Class III State Certification for Wastewater Treatment.
